The student or child must be
present to receive the meal. A child does not have to be a student at the school
site to receive a meal. Again, select schools will have student lunches available for



pick up between 11 a.m. and 1 p.m. every day during the weeks of March 16-20

and March 23-27.

In addition, school buses will deliver meals at bus stops in the following clusters--
Berkmar, Central Gwinnett, Discovery, Meadowcreek, Norcross, Shiloh, and South
Gwinnett-- and for the following schools-- Alcova ES, Arcado ES, Berkeley Lake
ES, Chesney ES, Duluth MS, Harris ES, Jackson ES, Knight ES, Lovin ES,
McKendree ES, Northbrook MS, and Sycamore ES. The buses will be making stops
at their regular bus stops between 11 a.m. and noon. In order to get a meal the
child will need to be at the stop when the bus arrives.

DO NOT OPEN THE DOOR.

Under the law, immigration officers cannot enter your home
without a warrant signed by a criminal court judge. Ask the
immigration officers to slide the warrant under the door. The
warrants that immigration brings are typically signed only by an

immigration officer, not a judge.

STAY SILENT.

Tell the immigration officers you wish to exercise your right to

remain silent.

DO NOT SIGN.

Do not sign anything immigration officers give to you without

talking to an attorney.
